Did Major Robert W. Dinnen have oversight or
supervision of the local public high school's, i.e. Mattoon High School, JROTC program during those
years?

Does ElU's ROTC program have any oversight or supervision of Mattoon's JROTC program or any
other JROTC program? And, fianally, has EIU ever had this type of administrative oversight over any
JROTC program?
