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Research and Sponsored Program’s  News 

The federal government has begun its transition to Grants.gov as the electronic system for  
submitting grant proposals.  Eventually all federal grant proposals will require submission through 
http://www.Grants.gov.  
 
The Office of Research and Sponsored Programs (ORSP) has already completed submission of 
grant proposals through Grants.gov.  The experience demonstrated several things: 
 
1.) Start Early 
The Individuals whose proposals were submitted were in contact with ORSP several months  
before the due date of the proposal.  This schedule allowed time to install the required software and 
solve some technical problems. 
 
At Eastern, internal routing of the proposal must begin three weeks before the due date.  This 
schedule will allow ORSP to begin attempting to submit two weeks before the deadline. 
 
2.)  Be aware of the multiple systems. 
Several federal agencies are creating their own electronic systems in order to process  
applications received through Grants.gov.  For example, NIH has a system that is more  
complicated than Grants. Gov.  Thus, a grant proposal may have to clear the hurdles of two  
electronic systems.
