Billiards with Pockets:
Some structural observations

Abstract: A billiard system is a dynamical system in which trajectories reflect off the walls
of a polygon with angle of reflection equal to angle of incidence. A trajectory terminates
if it hits a vertex. This talk will focus on the introduction of pockets surrounding each
vertex and a theorem relating pocket size to the trajectories that avoid the pockets. We
have found a direct correlation with a well-known complex with rational vertices called the
Farey complex. We will display a graph illustrating this correlation. The talk should be
accessible to everyone.
